1. Submit an Early Enrollment Application indicating your program choice along
with one EEP agreement completed by your guidance counselor and principal,
and a high school transcript.

2. Have your parent/guardian’s signed consent on the EEP agreement.

You will be notified by Admissions of when you can schedule your EEP interview.
